What a great time of year! Beautiful 
fall weather gives us many opportuni-
ties to enjoy outdoor activities such as 
hiking, hunting, bicycling, picnicking, 
and playing outdoor sports like soccer 
and football. It seems that everyone in 
central Pennsylvania is taking advan-
tage of these bright autumn days to 
reconnect with nature.

I read recently where some of us go 
to greater lengths than others when it 
comes to connecting to the Earth. Pro-
ponents of the “grounding” movement 
connect to the Earth, literally, by sleep-
ing on wired pads that plug into the 
ground opening of an outlet — just the 
round hole at the bottom of the outlet, 
not the “hot” and neutral slots. Folks 
who are into grounding (also known 
as “earthing”) claim that connecting to 
the Earth — in this case by means of 
your home’s wiring — improves health 
by stabilizing the body’s electric poten-
tial or balancing one’s energy field.

Those who want to try grounding 
can purchase a variety of grounding 
blankets, throws and yoga mats. Prices 
range from $25 to $200. And for a few 
dollars more you can get the new book 
on earthing or the soap made specifi-
cally for cleaning grounding mats.

While it was surprising to me to find 
out that some people are using just 
the grounding portion of their electric 
receptacles, it’s comforting for co-op 
members to know that Valley REC has 
always stayed well-grounded when it 
comes to your use of the entire outlet 
(all three prongs) in your homes, farms 
and businesses.

Certainly our operations and engi-

neering folks make sure our electrical 
distribution system is well grounded. 
But more than that, the co-op as a whole 
has remained true to its mission of deliv-
ering safe, reliable and affordable electric 
service for more than 75 years. We’ve 
always stayed “down to earth.”

Though we use the latest technologies 
to run our system efficiently and offer 
members a variety of electronic payment 
and communications options, you can 
still stop by our offices and see a friendly 
face when you’re paying a bill or asking 
a question about your account.

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Valley Rural Electric hosted the Pennsylvania Rural Electric Association’s 
(PREA) Advanced Chainsaw School Aug. 30 - Sept. 1 at the co-op’s Huntingdon 
District office. Linemen from co-ops across the state practiced cutting saplings un-
der tension and removed felled trees from a span of de-energized line built specifi-
cally for the course last year, when Valley REC also hosted the three-day training.

The course was supervised by the PREA Job Training & Safety staff. Field safety 
trainers from Penn Line Service, Inc. (one of the companies routinely contracted by 
Valley REC for tree trimming) conducted the class. The goal is for linemen to learn 
safe cutting techniques in situations they are likely to encounter during storms. 
Participants also learned notching and rope-tying techniques.

Several employees of Chambersburg Borough also participated in the training. l
